Article

General

Section 1. Purpose.

The purposes of The Gus J. Solomon American Inn of Court, d/b/a The Gus J.
Solomoen Inn of the American Inns of Court are set forth in its Organizational Charter
issued by the American Inns of Court Foundation.

Section 2. Prineipal Location.

The Gus J. Solomon Inn of the American Inn of Court shall be Jocated in the city of
Portland, Oregon.

. Section 3. Primacy.

All other By-Laws are hereby revoked through the adoption of these By-Laws.

Article I
- Organization
Section 1. The Executive Committee,

The Executive Committee is composed of the officers and such other members as are
determined by the Masters. The duties of the Executive Committee, and its members,
are set forth in the Organizationa! Charter, and as set forth herein.

Section 2. The Officers.

The officers of the Inn shall be a president, a counselor, & secretary/treasurer or
secretary and treasurer, and such cther officers as the Masters deem necessary. The
officers serve a two-year term, or as otherwise directed by the Masters, and may
succeed themselves only once. The officers are selected by the President, and are
subject to recall by a majority vote of the Masters.
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
